Jacqueline S. Ruiz is an internationally known,
award-winning author, speaker, entrepreneur,
pilot and publishing magnate.

Jacqueline immigrated to the U.S. from Mexico City at the age of 14 and learned English in months.
After surviving cancer twice, Jacqueline has dedicated herself to serve others with a sense of
urgency. She founded the award-winning public relations firm JJR Marketing in 2006, followed by a
publishing company, Fig Factor Media, in 2014. Jacqueline has authored 37 books and published over
500 books for authors in 34 countries.

She has published the most extensive collection of Latina and women stories of adversity and
inspiration over a several multi-volume series. Her anthologies include Today's Inspired Leader,
Latinas Rising Up in HR, Latinas in Construction, Latinas in Real Estate, Latinas in VC, Hispanic Stars
Rising and many more.

Through the Fig Factor Foundation she established in 2024, she has mentored more than 250 young
Latinas towards their dreams in the United States, Mexico, Panama, Belize and soon in Colombia.

Jacqueline is among the less than 1% of Latina pilots in the county and promotes the aviation
industry for through her multi-volume anthology series, Latinas in Aviation. Jacqueline has partnered
with two aviation museums to create permanent exhibits devoted to Latina aviators and has helped
pioneer an aviation scholarship at the College of DuPage, her alma mater.

Jacqgueline's penchant for marketing has led to the creation of products and brands relevant to

her work. These include the Magix Board Game, the “Amazing” coffee brand, Today's Inspired

Latina board game, and the #pilotina teddy bears, which have been distributed worldwide by

the thousands. She has received more than 80 honors from universities and organizations for her
entrepreneurism, business acumen, and elevation of women. She serves on several boards including
World Leaders Forum, College of DuPage Alumni Executive Board, The Fig Factor Foundation and
The Congressional Award.
